3) If the behavior persists, a staff member will remove the camper from the activity or situation
and call for the assistant camp director or camp director to address the situation.

4) If the inappropriate behavior continues, parents will be called to remove child from camp and
will not receive a refund for the session.

5) The Camp Director reserves the right to send home any camper if it is deemed to be in the
best interest of the Sports & Recreation Camp program or campers. Immediate dismissal of a
camper may result from severe infractions.
